
Height and Scale



Maximum Building Height

• Existing maximum height requirements 
vary

• In SB-1 buildings limited to 2 stories in 
most cases

• In BP buildings can be 3 stories with a flat 
or mansard roof

• Limited to 2 stories with steeply pitched 
roof



Maximum Building Height

• 2005 Route One Study proposed 
increasing the maximum height

• Proposed a limit of 50’
• Would allow 4 stories with flat roof
• Or 3 stories with steeply pitched roof
• So what should be the limit on the height 

of  buildings in the FSC area?

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Minimum Building Height

• 2005 Route One Study proposed that 
most buildings be at least 2 usable stories

• Objective – create an “urban shopping 
district in the Village Center”

• Recent development has been a mix with 
a number of 1 story buildings

Minimum Building Height

• Two usable stories is possible for some 
single use buildings

• Office buildings or residential
• For retail, services, & restaurants more 

problematic
• Probably means mixed-use buildings in 

some cases



Mixed-Use Examples
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Maximum Size of Buildings

• 2005 Route 1 Study proposed size limits 
for individual buildings

• Building limited to a footprint of 90,000 SF
• More than 60,000 SF subject to additional 

requirements
• This proposal would preclude most 

“big boxes”
• Most new ones in Maine > 90,000 SF
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
